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Computer Lab – School Examinations 
During 2015 it became mandatory that school children sit tests 
on basic computer use.  This would be fairly easy to introduce 
in far away cities but very much more difficult to implement in 
the bush. One forward thinking head teacher arranged for a 
full day in the Nyangombe Computer Lab to do the student 
tests.  Seventy children arrived at 07:00 in the morning and 
were separated into groups of ten, one per computer terminal.  
When tests were completed the students were moved to a 
different building and kept isolated from the others still waiting 
to do their exam. It was a marathon task feeding the children 
in various venues during the day. The final group completed 
their tests at 23:30. Teachers from Samuteba School, working 
with our Computer Instructor did a commendable job.  How 
grateful we have been over the years to folks from UK who 
came to train our IT staff and to others who have so carefully 
packed and sent computers for use at Nyangombe. 

Sunday School    Prize Giving 2015 
This is a time the teachers don’t really 
like!!   Children choose their own gift, 
which is fine.  However, if they see 
others choosing something which they 
later prefer, will try to exchange and 
hand back what they have chosen in 
the hope that they just might get 
something better. It takes a firm hand to 
maintain control!   Once again there are 
folks in the UK who send little gifts and 
make filled pencil cases which are 
much needed for the children when 
they return to school.  When one 
considers that this is likely the ONLY 
gift that these children will receive from 
one year to the next, it is neat and a 
good thing to give out an appropriate 
token of care and concern for these 
young ones.
